time. The event ends at4 PM and it is always helpful
to have volunteers who are willing to pack up the
trailer.

Jonathan Peiffer presented a
few pages from the most recent issue of “Diesel
Era” magazine featuring locomotives at the
Morenci Mine near Clifton, AZ and several Atlas
California Zephyr cars in several paint schemes that
they have worn over the last 70 plus years. He
explained that despite his current part-time
employer’s excellent passenger car offerings, he felt
these cars were the best plastic tooled O-scale cars
ever made.

The first Hudson raffle ticket was pulled and your
Dispatch editor was lucky to win the first $100
drawing. In keeping with the spirit that Scott Russel
has done numerous times over the years, he
donated the $100 back to the Division. While this is
not a requirement, it is a kind request to think of
how we can help our Division continue to prosper
now and into the future.

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VEHISOTE

Daniel Manson Sutherland, and his son of the same
name, were British inventors from the late 19th and
early 20th centuries who were responsible for
developing the basic manufacturing process for
products still in use in the 21st century. Despite their
twenty-four (24) United States and twenty-one (21)
Foreign patents, they are virtually unknown today,
with their accomplishments largely uncredited.

Daniel Manson Sutherland was born in London,
England in April 1857. A native of Scotland, Mr.
Sutherland, came to Sunbury Cross, England in 1883
on his appointment as chief engineer and assistant
manager of the Lincrusta-Walton Works.

Frederick Walton, inventor of Linoleum in 1863 and
inventor of Lincrusta in 1877, founded the Lincrusta-
Walton Works. Lincrusta was a decorative embossed,
water-resistant wall covering that was installed on the
Titanic and hung at the White House.

It became necessary to develop a strong backing for
the Lincrusta called millboards. Millboards were
historically a type of thick cardboard made by gluing
sheets of paper or a composition of old rags and
linens. They were used for bookbinding, box making
and industrial purposes. Millboards were also used as
lining for Victorian railway carriages.

Sutherland experimented with new techniques to
manufacture millboards. He developed a method
using the hot pressing of a thick wood pulp. Walton
eventually relinquished control of the company and in
1898, Sutherland became managing director of the
company known as The Patent Impermeable
Millboard Company.

The factory was in Sunbury on Hanworth Road,
alongside the railway, and had its own sidings to bring
in raw material and ship out manufactured boards.

Factory originally established to produce millboards in
the late 19th century

By 1907, Sutherland developed a revolutionary
process for a new type of board—fiberboard—as
explained in the British patent “Improvements in the
Manufacture of Sheets of Paper Pulp, Wood Pulp or
the like and Apparatus therefor.” (GB 190807301). The
patent was filed on April 4, 1908. Even while living in
the UK, Sutherland filed for a U.S. Patent,” Apparatus
for the manufacture of sheets of pulp” on October 19,
1907. It was awarded October 4, 1910, as US971,936.

D. M. BUTHERLAED & 0. M, SETEEHLAND, Ts
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The essence of the invention was to make a cellulose-
based fiber wall board made from a liquid-like pulp,
derived from recycled paper or wood pulp, that is
compressed under high temperature, high pressure
and vacuum suctioning to remove water. It produced
a semi-hard board with unique temperature
insulation, sound deadening, and waterproofing
features.

To sell his invention in the United States, Sutherland
departed Liverpool and arrived in New York on the
Lusitania, February 1, 1908, for “business” purposes.
He stayed in New York for two weeks and arrived back
in Liverpool on 22 February 1908 on the Cunard ship,
Lucania. This trip occurred immediately after the initial
filing for a U.S. Patent.

At some point, Eugenius Outerbridge, a US
entrepreneur of great wealth and having wide-flung
financial interests, apparently finds out about
Sutherland’s  successful work at the Patent
Impermeable Millboard Company plant.

Outerbridge was born in Philadelphia in 1860. He was
educated in private schools in Philadelphia, after
which he went to St, John’s, Newfoundland, to enter
the business of Harvey & Co. After remaining there for
two years he came to New York and established the
firm of Harvey & Outerbridge, exporters and
importers. His wealth grew exponentially taking
ownership of in the Bermuda Trading Company, The
Pantasote Leather Company, the New York, Bermuda
and Caribbean Steamship Company and serving as the
Director of the Equitable Life Assurance Society,
Davies Textile Company, Delaware & Hudson
Company, the Chase National Bank, the Seamen’s

Bank of Savings and the Equitable Life Assurance
Society of the United States, and a trustee of the
United Hospitals Fund.

Not too shabby.

Eugenius Harvey Outerbridge

Four months after Sutherland’s U.S. visit, Outerbridge
travelled to Liverpool on the Cunard Steamship Line
Lusitania, arriving 23 June 1908, and returning to New
York on the Mauretania, 17 July 1908—a two-week
visit. It is a safe assumption that he met with
Sutherland in the U.K.

In March 1910 the opening of the Agasote Millboard
plant in Trenton, N.J. is announced. The article shows
that Sutherland will serve as manager of the new
company with Outerbridge listed as Vice President
(but who is the real financer.)

Fun Fact: The Outerbridge Crossing connecting Staten Island and New Jersey sounds as if it were
given its name because it is the furthest of the three Staten Island-New Jersey crossings.

Not so. It was named for Eugenius Outerbridge, first chairman of the Port of New York Authority.

The company objective was the “manufacture of a
specially prepared board that is used for the roof
linings of railway and trolley cars.”

A ship manifest on September 21, 1910, shows Daniel
Manson Sutherland, 53, travel on the Oceanic leaving
Southhampton for New York and arriving on the 28th.
He was heading to Trenton, N.J., the new home for
Agasote Millboard Company. Along with him are Ethel
Manson Sutherland, 27, who is the wife of Daniel’s son
Daniel Jr. Also are her children Maud, 4, Douglas, 2,

and Ethel, an infant. Sutherland arrived for his new
U.S. job.

Considering all the back-and-forth ocean travel, the
assignment of patents, and the appointment of
Sutherland to be manager of the plant, it leaves no
doubt that Sutherland’s invention was the motivation
behind the creation of the Agasote Millboard
Company.

Sutherland, along with his son, had 8 more patents
they shared with the Agasote Millboard Company
from 1914 to 1926. These patents further refined
Sutherland’s pulpboard invention. After 1926, they
continued to secure more patents but retained full
ownership.

Outerbridge travelled on Lusitania two more times,
once in 1911 and another in 1913. He obviously liked
the ship but was especially fortunate not to be on the
fateful May 2015 crossing.

The Agasote Millboard products were also sold for use
in automobile and truck bodies. These uses were
advertised under the banner of one of Outerbridge’s
most established companies, Pantasote, the makers of
fake leather and curtains for automobiles.
Outerbridge wanted to leverage Pantasote’s name
recognition and involvement in the auto industry to
help sell the Agasote Millboard products.

In 1914, Agasote became officially rebranded when
the Vehisote trademark was approved. The trademark
might have been derived from “Vehicle”
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Official Gazette of the United States Patent Office July
7,1914

effort. “The panels and different parts of the body

are made of ‘Vehisote,” a composition that is not
affected by climatic conditions and whose qualities
are said to be far superior to wood.”

Sales of Vehisote diminished through the 20’s in favor
of the Homasote branding. The company changed its
name to the Homasote Company by 1938.

Starting in 1932, 4’ x 8’ thin sheets of plywood became
readily available for the home consumer. This was to
have a profound effect on the model railroading hobby
when it became more easily possible to permanently
mount track to a layout board allowing for storage
under a bed or vertically in a storage area of a home.
Track plans started to accommodate the 4’ x &
dimensions.

Homasote was used to rapidly build wartime housing.
A 1941 project in Carquinez Heights, California,
consisting of 992 Homasote houses, was built in 73
days. A development for the Norfolk Navy Yard
consisting of 5000 Homasote houses was built in just
154 days.

During the 1950’s, Homasote was widely advertised as
a quiet underlayment for electric trains.

Model Railroader magazine, January 1955, and
Railroad Model Craftsman, February 1959, had articles
describing the use of Homasote.

One of the earliest times that Homasote was
advertised in connection with an electric train was in a
1951 ad. Itis reasonable to assume that model railroad
enthusiasts started using it in the 40’s.

Through the years Homasote has been used in a
variety of uses including soundproofing, bulletin
boards, theater & film sets, underlayment for flooring,



exhibit displays, signage and display boards, and —of
course--model railroads & hobby projects.

The Homasote company still exists surviving the years
through ups and downs. Gypsum boards, Tyvek
sheathing, and fiberglass insulation replaced the need
for Homasote in home construction. Today, the
Homasote Company creates custom packaging for
shipping mechanical, electrical, and high-tech
materials. This appeals to exporters whose destination
countries now impose import restrictions on wooden
and cardboard packaging for environmental or insect-
prevention reasons. Through the years, Homasote
remained an environmentally friendly product, never
containing asbestos or hard chemicals.

Epilogue

e Quterbridge died November 10, 1932, in New York
City at 73 years old.

e Sutherland died May 21, 1943, in Teddington,
England at 86 years old.

e Sutherland still maintained managerial control of
the Patent Impermeable Millboard plant back in
the U.K all the while supporting Outerbridge in the
u.s.

Like many factories in its area, the plant went
bankrupt and closed its doors in February 1992. It was
replaced by...
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One of companies in the Patent Impermeable
Millboard group included Sundeala—the U.K. version
of Homasote. It managed to survive for 21 more years
but entered bankruptcy on April 6, 2023.

Sutherland was a prominent member of Sunbury
Urban District Council. Sutherland Avenue off Green
Street, about a mile south of the Travelodge, was
named after him.

If one researches Homasote, even at the company
website, there is no recognition that Daniel Manson
Sutherland is responsible for the invention and
development of Homasote. Eugenius Outbridge gets
all the recognition for obtaining its “secret recipe”
from England.

“Eugenius H. Outerbridge founded Homasote
Company in 1909 as the "Agasote Millboard
Company." An industrialist who brought Homasote's
secret manufacturing process to the U.S. from
England”

Through the years, this phrasing has been copied and
repeated in numerous websites and journals. While
Outerbridge may have facilitated the funding for the
plant here in the U.S., he did not invent Homasote.

It never ceases
to amaze me how unusual and rare items
sometimes turn up at our auctions. This year's
Souper Bowl Auction was no exception.

| was able to obtain the R. Bliss Baggage car floor toy
at the auction. | have enclosed a photo of the car.
As Chris Allen told us in the Dispatch, he almost
threw away this item but doing research he found
out it was a rare toy.

It is rare because it was made in the 19th Century
and out of wood, nails and glue with Lito paper

as outside covering. Which makes it very easy to
destroy. The item was an R. Bliss wooden floor toy
made in 1889.

The Baggage car | won at the Division Auction was
from the original set the R. Bliss New York Central
Railroad Set #61 which included a Locomotive, no
Tender, a Baggage Car, and a Passenger Coach. It
also included Alphabet building block set which fit
into the cars. The roofs of the cars are not fastened
down so they just lift-up, and the blocks are taken
out of the cars. Most 19 and early 20th Century
toys combined play and education at the same time.

The R. Bliss Manufacturing Company was
established in 1832. Rufuss Bliss the founder of the
company, developed a machine and process for
making wooden screws for cabinet makers and
piano makers of the time. Before R. Bliss wooden
screws were hand made one at a time. R. Bliss began
making toys around 1871. They made Ships, Boats,
Animals, Horse and Wagons, and floor Trains.

R. Bliss is most famous for their Doll Houses, of
which some stood 2 feet tall and about 2 feet wide.
R. Bliss also made wooden Clamps for cabinet
makers and furniture makers. You can still find them
on eBay today and in good order. This R. Bliss
Baggage Car from R. Bliss set #61 is about the oldest
item in my collection of Trains and Toys. | would like
to thank Christie Wilson and Paul Wassermann for
helping with the logistics in my winning and
obtaining the wonderful item from the distant past.
